CTCYM Beyond Our Borders Fundraiser
This morning, when you turned the tap to wet your toothbrush and brush your teeth, the water flowed without you giving it a second thought. When you filled your glass or bottle with water, tea or coffee, you never had to worry about whether the water was clean enough for you to drink.

For many people in Liberia, Africa that is not the case. They have to walk miles, carrying heavy jugs, just to find water clean and safe enough to drink. But you can help change that!
On September 25-26, the youth of our church will be joining the Central Texas Conference Youth in Mission (CTCYM) and other youth groups around the Conference to reach Beyond Our Borders and raise $9,900 for Water for Life, a project constructing wells to provide clean water and bring dignity of life to communities in Liberia. At the same time other groups around the Conference are raising money for this project, we will be doing our own fundraiser as well.
